There was the same beauty and fixating properties of the prose but also the amplification of Mara's
realisations about the stagnation of Tsurani culture through those under her that served to make me sympathise much
more with what she attempted to bring about then would have been possible if this book was as predicably devoted to
Maraas thefirst two. | found that Feist's work on it's own did not enrapture me as did thistrilogy. | found his work
tired and predictable, despite his skill in writing. On the other hand, | vastly enjoy Wurt's books but particularly in the
Wars of Light and Shadow | am growing exhausted by her exploration of character at the expense of the flow of the
story and action. I'm sick of hearing about Arithon's compassion etc and that insufferable Lysaer. Thistrilogy
combined the best of both these authors to produce what neither could on their own. This was my favourite of the two
novels because of the experience of the loss of faith in the Way of the Tsurani. | loved the first because of it's
glorification of that way. The second became very tiresome, particularly because of the cliched barbarian. Thiswas my
primary problem with 'Mistress - the trite reunion in the end and the dismissal of Hokanu, who was a very lovely
character (another where the skills of Wurt's character creation shone through).
