The last installment in the series 
annoyed the hell out of me and I really considered to skip it entirely. First the story in "Sins of the Demon" was the 
least interesting, it dragged a bit and than Ms. Rowland left me with the Worst. Cliffhanger. Ever. I read a lot of 
fantasy of all kinds and a lot of those are series or at least trilogies, so I am used to endings without every problem 
solved or all loose threads wrapped up nicely. I can live with that. But I hate cliffhangers. And when Kara ended up 
having been summoned to the demon realm, being captive of a hostile demon lord and the last sentence described how 
she got a collar around her neck that prevented her from using magic... I was just mad.But obviously, as you already 
deduced, I did read "Touch of the Demon" - and boy am I glad I did!I remembered what a real good urban fantasy 
series this is, how well the worldbuilding is done, the magic ["arcane"] system is devised and how real the characters 
feel. Even when they are demons.So I started reading the book yesterday evening and finished it today. The paperback 
has 440 pages, so you can imagine how I was glued to the story and couldn't stop until having finished. And although 
not everything was resolved at the end and not all secrets unveiled, this time the last page left me satisfied, since it 
hinted at fabulous adventures still to come instead of leaving me hanging.Up to "Touch of the Demon", the series 
focused on the Kara being a Louisiana Cop that happened to be a summoner of demons because of her family heritage. 
The demon-summoning had made her a bit of a loner, since that rather strange habit cannot really be explained to most 
people. Because of her job and the summonings, she gets to know a few people that become dear to her and from 
books 1 to 4 it's usually a crime/murder that is somehow connected to the arcane/demon world and Kara and her 
friends/colleagues solve the problem somehow.During the course of the stories it gets more and more obvious that 
there is something going on in the demon world and it is hinted at a few secrets concerning Kara and her connection to 
this world.Now "Touch of the demon" is a huge game changer in more than one way. The story takes place in the 
demon realm, so Kara and the reader get a really good impression what this world looks like, how the demon-society 
is built and how different the use of magic is when being in a "magic realm". The cool thing is that it really feels like a 
totally different world - and although Kara knows about demons and the realm, she soon realizes that she is alarmingly 
ignorant and has to learn a lot - and fast.As the spine-chilling cliffhanger indicated, Kara has a really crappy time - 



during most of the book and just when you think it couldn't possibly get any worse, it sure as hell gets worse. I could 
actually feel the constant danger Kara finds herself in, the insecurity, the homesickness. Unsettling but a great 
experience for the UF-reader. Kara suffers heart-wrenching treachery, desperation, gets hurt badly and many times - 
and than remembers being a cop and the need to pull herself together and start to actually become an awesome kickass-
heroine.The story takes a lot of turns I had never ever anticipated; I never saw it coming.
